GENERAL INFORMATION

e All stakes are walking stakes. Horses are neither required by handlers nor
allowed. Blank pistols, .22 cal minimum will be fired over all dogs with bird work
No live ammunition will be allowed in any stake. Pistols must have solid barrels

e Collaring a dog away after game contact will be allowed.

e  Bitches in season will be permitted to run at the end of the day. Entrants must
notify event secretary prior to start of event, or run will be forfeited.

e  Tracking Collars: Approved electronic collars may be used. Any questions
regarding their use should be referred to the Field test Chairman

e All participants must be familiar with the CKC Rules and also the rules and
provisions of this Premium List. CKC Field Test rulebooks are available from the
CKC or on-line at the CKC website for CKC members.

e It shall be the duty and obligation of the Trial-giving Club to see that a judge,
club official, volunteer or competitor at a Field Test is not subject to
indignities.
